Why Read Lethal?

Sandra Brown is one of America’s most successful and
prolific authors. With 77 novels, including 60 New York Times
bestsellers and 80 million copies in print, she has a huge fan
base among men and women. Brown began as a romance
writer but broke into mainstream fiction in 1991 as she moved
into the mystery and thriller genres. Her ability to combine
romance and suspense, along with her engaging, complex, and
unpredictable plots, have made her one of the world’s highest
paid writers. Brown’s works have been translated into 33
different languages.

Critics have praised Brown’s storytelling ability and the way
she is able to combine strong female characters with plots
so complex and fast-paced that her readers are constantly
challenged to figure out what might happen next. Between all
the plot twists, the false leads, the steamy scenes, and the
unpredictable endings, it's hard to put a Sandra Brown book
down.

Sandra Brown began her writing career in 1981 after being
fired from a television job. Suddenly she had time on her

hands and, on a dare from her husband, she began to write.
Since then Brown has published 77 novels.

A lifelong Texan, Brown was born in Waco, grew up in Fort
Worth and attended Texas Christian University, majoring in
English. Before embarking on her writing career, she worked
as a model, as a weathercaster in Dallas, and as a feature

reporter on PM Magazine.

Brown was awarded the Romance Writers of America’s
Lifetime Achievement Award, and she was named Thriller Meet the AUthOI’
Master for 2008, the top award given by the International
Thriller Writer’s Association. In addition to her work under her
own name, Brown has published under the pseudonyms of
Laura Jordan, Rachel Ryan, and Erin St. Claire. She once said,
